
The Transportation Specialist High Skills Major (SHSM) aligns students with a strong broad base 

foundation in either the engineering, business, service, repair and modification of vehicles. Students in the 

Transportation SHSM are working towards an OSSD Diploma with an extra focus put on their chosen career 

path within the transportation sector (e.g. auto service technician, service manager, heavy equipment 

design, aviation engineer, parts clerk, emissions analyst, small business owner, marine installer, etc). Our 

goal is for students to have as many transportation-related classes which include extra emphasis on 

Contextualized Learning Activities (CLA’s) that can be used toward postsecondary, universities, colleges, 

apprenticeships or world of work career pathways. M.M. Robinson also runs a concentrated OYAP program 

in transportation that students may enrol in.
